En 2016, après une large consultation de trois ans – rassemblant 23 000 personnes de 153 pays – le premier 
Sommet Humanitaire Mondial (SMH) de l'histoire des Nations-Unies s'est tenu à Istanbul.  Son objectif, 
ambitieux, visait à prendre en compte un « moment critique » de l'histoire de l'Humanité caractérisée par « un 
niveau inégalé de souffrance humaine » depuis le Seconde Guerre Mondiale. Cinq mois après les conclusions de 
l'événement, l'événement et la communauté humanitaire dans son ensemble ont-ils réussi à relever ce défi ? 
Qu'est-ce que le SMH nous dit de l'état de l'action humanitaire et de son futur ? Pour sa sixième édition, le 
Forum Espace Humanitaire a voulu proposer un bilan de l'événement, en le remettant dans une perspective 
historique plus large pour en pointer particulièrement les thèmes négligés. Six enjeux paraissent dès lors 
structurant pour l'action humanitaire après Istanbul : les tensions entre les politiques humanitaires et sécuritaires 
des États ; l'analyse de l'échec des négociations sur l'adaptation du Droit International Humanitaire aux conflits 
contemporains ; les objectifs du développement durable comme modalité de lien entre action humanitaire et 
développement ; l'humanitaire et les questions relevant de la gestion des « big data » ; l'impact des codes de 
conduite sur la normalisation de l'action humanitaire et, enfin, les défis posés par la nouvelle donne migratoire. 

Cette offre documentaire est mise à disposition des participants pour éclairer les débats qui auront lieu pendant 
les trois jours du FEH. Elle se veut une synthèse des productions récentes, issue du monde académique, des 
centres de recherche et des ONG sur le thème « Istanbul, et après ? ». Nous avons enfin souhaité, à chaque fois 
que cela s'est révélé possible, mettre à disposition des documents de cadrage pour mettre en contexte les enjeux 
abordés. Toute offre documentaire étant une sélection, les ressources qui ont été privilégiées sont de facture 
récente.
